The six Davis Lake Cabins are tucked back in the woods on Davis Lake.  

Four of these spacious cabins have lofts with extra sleeping room.  The 

multiple windows on the lakeside of the cabins offer a quaint and pictur-

esque view.  Just across from the cabins is a bathhouse.  In their se-

cluded location, these cabins are surrounded by gorgeous colors in the 

fall and are near the cross country ski trails in the winter.   

There are eight Round Lake Cabins.  Scattered between Lakeside 

Chapel and the Chapel at Inspiration Point, the cabins have a cen-

trally located bathhouse within a short walking distance of each cabin.  

There is also a children s playground near the cabins.  With easy 

access to Round Lake, these rustic cabins are conveniently close to 

the beach in the warm weather and the broom ball courts in the win-

ter.  These heated cabins are a good place to stay any time of year.

Nestled in beautiful pine woods on Round Lake, Silver Beach features 6 cozy, 

rustic cabins that sleep between 4-7 people.  Cabins have a half bath and a 

kitchenette with cooking utensils.  Rentals include: sand beach about 150 feet 

from your cabin door, two docks on Round Lake, public boat launch landing 

nearby, picnic table, fire ring, bathhouse, and a screened gazebo nearby.  There 

is additional space available with electrical hookups for campers or tents. 

 

Silver Beach offers a tremendous getaway opportunity for your family!  Reserve 

several cabins for a family reunion.  Flexible, low-key programming provides 

many options:  canoes, paddleboats, pontoon boat rides and hydrobikes, life-

guarded swimming area with floating raft and kiddy slide, crafts, nature walks, 

campfires, devotions, use of adjacent Soo Line ATV Trail, hayrides, fishing, ad-

venture initiatives course, climbing tower and bouldering wall, waterslide, rope 

swing, and canteen with frozen treats. 

 

Area activities within driving distance include: Golfing, fishing and nature trails, 

the city of Duluth, Rice Lake National Wildlife Refuge, Savannah State Forest 

and golf course, and restaurants and shops in the town of McGregor.

CAMP MAP 
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From the Twin Cities 

Take Highway 65 North to Highway 210 junction.  Turn left ( west )  through McGregor on 210.  One mile past flashing yellow light turn right on 

County Road 62 ( blacktop)  and go 2.5 miles to the Covenant Pines sign.  Turn left on 435th Street ( gravel )  and go 1.5 miles on winding road to 

the Covenant Pines driveway. 
 

From Duluth 

Take Interstate 35 South to Highway 210.  Take Highway 210 west through McGregor.  One mile past flashing red light turn right on County Road 

62 ( blacktop )  and go 2.5 miles to Covenant Pines sign.  Turn left on 435th Street ( gravel )  and go 1.5 miles on winding road to the Covenant 

Pines driveway. 
 

From Brainerd 

Take Highway 210 East to County Road 62.  Turn left on County Road 62 ( blacktop ) , go 2.5 miles to the Covenant Pines sign.  Turn left on 435th 

Street ( gravel )  and go 1.5 miles on winding road to the Covenant Pines driveway.
